In order for us to achieve this goal, this year we are asking for your support.  For each child to do an 

activity every day over the two weeks we are asking for a parental contribution of £25 through 

ParentPay.  This would cover the cost of everything we have listed and also includes swimming 
lessons over the second half of the summer term.  We have the swimming pool for 7 weeks so your 
child will receive at least 8 swimming lessons over that time. 
 
We understand this is different to previous years, however in order for us to provide the children with 
these amazing opportunities, that they would not necessarily receive at other schools, we hope you 
will understand the request.  Payments can also be made in £5 instalments through ParentPay to help 
spread the cost.
